To be invited to participate in this

competition, applicants must be pianists

between the ages of 21 and 28 and be

currently enrolled in or have graduated

from an Oklahoma institution of higher

education. 

Application form, along with a CD recording and other

required materials, must be submitted by April 1, 2008.

Applicants are required to provide a recorded sample of

ONE of the following: a movement of a piano sonata, a

movement of a piano concerto, or a short work by

Mozart. Applications will be screened by a jury and those

selected as semi-finalists will be invited to arrive in

Bartlesville, Oklahoma by 1pm on Saturday, June 14 to

perform for a jury of distinguished judges. Finalists will

be selected to compete again on Sunday, June 15, 2008.
